EXISTING PROJECT:

Provides for dredging an entrance channel in Green Bay 26 feet deep for a distance of about 11.5 miles from that point in the bay to Grassy Island at widths of 500 feet to Tail Point Light then 300 feet to Grassy Island; an entrance channel and a river channel 24 feet deep and 300 feet wide from Grassy Island to a point about 0.5 mile upstream from the mouth of Fox River; then a Fox River Channel 24 feet deep at varying widths to a point 1,700 feet for C&N W. Railway Bridge, then 18 feet deep and 150 feet wide to the city of De Pere, and three turning basins, the first 24 feet deep at the mouth of the East River, the second 20 feet deep above the Chicago and Northwestern Railway Bridge, and the third 18 feet deep at De Pere.
